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How to Include an Image in a Re:discovery Report
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In addition to data, your Re:discovery reports can include an image of the object or specimen.  This can be especially useful for research requests or inventory forms.

There are two types of images you can include on a report: Thumbnails or Full Sized Image.  Thumbnails are best for small images for reference only, similar to those shown on your catalog screen.  Full Sized Images are best when you want to print a larger picture on your report.  The image printed will come directly from the image file, rather than the thumbnail.

To add a Thumbnail image to the report:

1. From List, Reports/Forms/Labels, choose “Change Report/Form/Label” and open the report file you want to change.

2. In the Detail band of the report, create a small field (the [ab] tool).  Click and drag in the Detail band to create the field.  Then, in the Report Expression for this field, enter the expression:

rptimg(“imaging.thumb_pic”)

Note: This field will not print on your report, but must be in the detail band of the report form to define the image.

3. In the Detail band of the report, create an image box (the OLE, or “Picture/ActiveX Bound Control” tool).  Click and drag to create the box.  Then, in the Report Picture dialog, set “Picture From” to “Field” and in the space provided enter the expression:

imgtmp.image_gen

Still in the Report Picture dialog, set the “Scale picture, retain shape” option.  You can also set the “Center picture” option if desired, which will center each thumbnail image within the box you defined.  Finally, click OK, then save the changes to the report.

Your report with thumbnail images is now ready to run.

To add a Full Sized Image to a report:

1. From List, Reports/Forms/Labels, choose “Change Report/Form/Label” and open the report file you want to change.

2. In the Detail band of the report, create an image box (the OLE, or “Picture/ActiveX Bound Control” tool).  Click and drag to create the box.  Then, in the Report Picture dialog, set “Picture From” to “File” and in the space provided enter the expression:

(fmtmemog(“imaging.image_desc”,1))

Still in the Report Picture dialog, set the “Scale picture, retain shape” option.  You can also set the “Center picture” option if desired, which will center each thumbnail image within the box you defined.  Finally, click OK, then save the changes to the report.

3. This report form also needs matching .upg and .end files.  These are simple text files created using Notepad or WordPad, that live in the same folder as your report file, and have the same root file name.  For example, if your report file is called “Image Report.frx” and is located in the Vrediscov\Reports\Objects folder, you need to create two text files named “Image Report.upg” and “Image Report.end” and save them in the same Vrediscov\Reports\Objects folder.

The .end file must contain the text:

select objects

set relation to

The .upg file must contain the text:

select imaging

set order to 1

select objects

set relation to objects.file_name into imaging

Note: if your report already has a .upg file that sets a relation to another database file, include the above four lines of text at the end, with the last line reading:

set relation to objects.file_name into imaging additive

Save these files, and your report is ready to run.
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
